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While healthier trending foods like fresh poke bowls from Canggu down to Uluwatu
have been dominating a lot of Bali’s international food scene, meat lovers, not to fear.
The island’s got plenty of tantalizingly juicy burgers to sink your teeth into. From budget
joints serving amazing Indonesian food to high-end, Michelin Star-worthy treats, Bali’s
got some pretty darn good places to eat.  And that includes a whole range of places
around the island cooking up cheap, quick, delicious patties hot oJ the grill, along with
restaurants serving gourmet, premium wagyu chuck.

Check out our comprehensive guide to Bali’s best burgers before planning your next
burger stop. There’s something for all tastes, all styles, and all budgets.

Bo$$ Man

Burgers are an art form at Bo$$ Man, which playfully refers to itself as a ‘badass burger
joint that’s all up in your grill.’ The menu contains six carefully-crafted mouthwatering
burgers on delicious sesame buns. The burgers have clever, “gangsta” names including
the Original Gangster, Kim ‘Chi’ Un, Notorious P.I.G. (obvi the 18-hour pork belly
option), and the Gandhi (hello, vegetarian choice). The ingredients are premium at Bo$$
Man; for instance, 60-day dry-aged chuck steaks, shaped in-house daily. Our favorite is
the Al Capone: 160 gram beef patty with bacon, grilled onions, smoked cheddar, creole
chutney, wholegrain aioli, and house smoked bbq sauce. Though the El Chapo is a close
second: a 160 gram seasoned beef patty, jalapeño manchego cheese, rocket, coriander,
chipotle mayo & lime, and green chili crema. Treat yo’ self good and try the tru`e,
porcini & parmesan fries while you’re at it.

Wacko

At Wacko, a burger’s not just a burger, it’s a creation made from your own imagination.
With a slogan like that and its name being Wacko, you can bet some pretty out-there,
foodgasmic combos come out of this gourmet burger hot spot. One of our favorites is
the “Speedy Gonzalez” burger, with lettuce, tomato, sliced onions, guacamole, sour
cream, corn chips, pickled jalapenos, and tomato chutney. Their mainstay is also
delicious, with lettuce, tomato, pickles, beetroot, bacon, fried egg, fried onion rings,
cheddar, and their special Wacko sauce. They bake their own buns on a daily basis, cook
their burgers on an open game grill for that mind-numbing smoked gavor, use
homemade sauces, and get their veggies fresh from local farmers markets.

The Butchers Club

After becoming a slamming success in Hong Kong, The Butcher’s Club opened up shop
in Bali, bringing its Michelin Guide-listed burger to the Island of the Gods. We’re talking
dry-aged beef, maple-glazed bacon, and cheddar cheese. Feeling super indulgent? Grab
the double happiness, a double patty, double cheese, double bacon between two grilled
cheese sandwiches. Also up for the conquering is the Wu-Tang style, an Asian variation
lred in sriracha kimchi, cheddar, tempura sweet potato, and kewpie mayonnaise. Non-
beef burgers include a chickpea and veggie patty, a crispy fried barramundi, a crispy pork
belly, and a marinated grilled chicken breast sandwich.

Five Monkeys

Who needs Five Guys when you have Five Monkeys? This burger and hot dog joint in
the island’s Legian area has become an institution, known for its fast, cheap, and fantastic
burgers. They keep things pretty classic, with a menu including a hamburger,
cheeseburger, double cheeseburger, and chicken burger. Adding a little edge is the BBQ
bacon cheeseburger, a beef patty topped with cheddar cheese, beef bacon, onion rings,
and honey bbq sauce. Make it a combo with some curly fries and a Bintang—it’s Bali
after all. They also serve loaded chili cheese fries and specialty coJee if you’ve got a
stomach of steel and acid regux ain’t no thang for you.

When you’ve got Pit Stops starting to pop up around the island in hot hoods like
Seminyak, Canggu, and Bukit, you know there’s got to be a reason for such success. As
its name will have you believe, Pit Stop is no muss, no fuss. Pay at the counter as you
order and expect a quick turnaround unless the place is overgowing at the brim with
hungry guests. Even though they’ve recently upped their prices, you’ll lnd the burgers
aJordable and outstanding for what you get. Their super juicy carnivore burger (beef
with pickle, tomato, onion, lettuce and thousand island dressing), as simple as it is, takes
the cake for us, but their lamb, crispy chicken with avocado, snapper llet, and veggie
patties are all on our order heavy rotation.

With a tagline, “No Place for Boring Burgers,” you can expect the menu at Black House
Burgers to be anything but conventional. Other than a couple of steamed rice items, the
whole menu is dedicated to burgers, with beef, pork, or chicken patties, sliced beef
tenderloin, and braised pork ribs. There’s also a vegetarian option. Toppings are all over
the place—in a good way—with choices like the Landmine, which launched in 2017. It
features a meat patty, mimolette cheese, blueberry jam, pork bacon, scrambled egg,
thousand island sauce, mushroom, chili gakes, and ruccola. Just so crazy that it works.

Locavore to Go

You’ve dripped blood, sweat, and tears over not being able to get a table at Bali’s hottest
aJair, Locavore. But tell you what, if it’s a burger you want, then head just up the road
100 meters to Locavore To Go, the successful restaurant’s freer, chiller little sister that’s
open for breakfast and lunch. (Or hunt down their recently launched food truck that’s
roaming the streets of Ubud.) Keeping Locavore’s namesake intact, it’s all about local,
seasonal ingredients. Their burger A La Ray, named after half of the couple behind the
Ubud restaurant sensation, features a brioche bun, local wagyu patty, pickled zucchini,
homemade tomato ketchup, local cheddar cheese, caramelized onions, crispy homemade
bacon, and iceberg lettuce. For those feeling more adventurous, there’s a Korean-style
burger on the same brioche bun and local Wagyu patty, with homemade kimchi, hoisin
sauce, iceberg lettuce, and spicy mayonnaise.

Get
your homemade burgers from Fat Tony’s stand in Legian, with a single or double patty
fresh oJ the grill. You can add on extra cheese, bacon, or a fried egg and it’ll still be cheap
—and even more delicious. Unfortunately not open for lunch, so make sure you get in
for dinner and don’t go too late—sometimes they sell out and close up shop early. While
their main thing is takeaway, they also have indoor and outdoor seating if you want to
pop a squat and eat there.

Head to the burger booth at Berawa Kitchen, Canggu’s hip, hot food hall, for the
perfect-sized bite. Bigger than a slider, but smaller than a typical full-on burger, the
burgers at Shmurger Burger are sizzling, fresh oJ the grill. Choose from the bacon
shmurger, chicken shmurger, Hawaiian chicken shmurger, veggie shmurger, and of
course, the original classic. Make it a double if you’re feeling the need for meat—or even a
triple. Do a meal deal if you fancy crinkle-cut fries and homemade lemonade. If you’ve
got a sweet tooth, wash things down with a classic shake.

It’s absolutely essential you reach for their selection of homemade sauces
atop each picnic table and get a side of potato salad or coleslaw.

Wah Wah Burger

Don’t come to Wah Wah expecting to snarf down your burger in a hurry; it’s all about
indulgence in portions of moderation. The place specializes in gourmet, mid-marbled
wagyu beef burgers and is a wine bar. Started by an artist, Wah Wah is a street-side
restaurant, but with gair and sexual innuendos aplenty. Appetizers are called foreplay
and, according to the menu, all burgers ‘cum naked’. Cheese fanciers will enjoy the triple
cheese with gorgonzola glazing, parmigiano shavings, and oozing mozzarella, while those
with a more highbrow palate will like the foie gras burger, served with a slab of French
foie gras, simply seared, with a berry reduction. Other items include choices with porcini,
prosciutto, quail egg, and/or combinations of all the above.

They’ve got a more classic angus beef patty
with crispy bacon, tomato relish, and cheddar cheese; a crispy Korean chicken with Asian
slaw and wasabi ginger soy mayonnaise; a slow-roasted pork belly burger with BBQ
sauce, onion rings,and a pineapple and avocado salsa; a beer-battered mahi-mahi with
tartar sauce, crushed peas, baby romaine, and cucumber ribbons; and lnally, a Middle
Eastern spice chickpea option for the vegetarians out there, with chili, harisa, minted
coconut yogurt, and beetroot apple slaw. Seriously something for everyone.

Element’s drool-inducing Australian beef burger features organic sliced tomatoes, dill
pickles, crispy onion rings, a sunny side up egg, smoked barbeque mayo, mozzarella
cheese, and homemade, hand-cut fries.

A restaurant of funky fusion and all sorts of random, yet winning combinations, Fat
Bowl has one special menu item in particular burger lovers need to acquaint themselves
with. Grab your friends and order Fat Bowl’s 30-centimeter burger if you dare. This
burger, said to be the largest in Indonesia, is delnitely not for the faint hearted. The
menu claims it feeds up to four people, but even six guys had trouble lnishing it,
according to one of the waitresses. Stretching 30 centimeters in diameter, this extreme eat
is packed full with a one-kilogram beef patty, four eggs, a smothering of cheese, bacon
strips, pineapple slices, pickles, onions, tomatoes, and all the glorious greens the chef can
cram in.

New-burger kid on the block, Papito’s is a Peruvian recipe slinging, 80s inspired, retro
vibing burger joint conveniently right in Seminyak close to all the hot party spots. Stop in
before a fun night out and devour one of their burgers, like their self-titled Papito’s
Burger which is 180 grams of imported beef, caramelized onions, bacon, cheese,
huancina, and chalaquita. Or, for something a little diJerent, the Mancora Burger, which
is 180 grams of imported beef, garlic prawns, guacamole, chipotle mayo, and papitas al
hilo. They’ve got quite the range of sauces, with choices like coriander aioli, kalamata
mayo, and miso honey mayo. And of course being Peruvian, they’ve got chimichurri
mushrooms on their ad-on list.

Casual and often crowded, EatWell is famous for its premium meat selection. While their
crispy pork belly is certainly something write home about, don’t overlook their burgers.
If you insist on munching on pork, they oJer a pulled pork burger, which is 200 grams
of meat topped with cheddar cheese, homemade mayo, and bbq sauce. For a diJerent cut
of pork, get the bacon & egg burger: crispy bacon stacked up high between two buns
with an egg. As for beef, that’s the EatWell Burger, a 200 gram Australian minced wagyu
beef patty with ketchup, homemade mayo, and fresh fries on the side. Pay a little extra for
crispy bacon, cheese, and an egg, you’ll thank us later.

Following backlash over his now-deleted tweet mocking G20 politicians wearing
traditional Indonesian clothing, right-wing YouTuber Mahyar Tousi lnally apologized
for what he described as “an unintentional oJence” caused by his social media post.

In the original post, the Iran-born and UK-based Tousi tweeted, “What on earth are
these idiots wearing?!” and attached a picture of FIFA President Gianni Infantino,
Indonesia’s Minister of Trade Zullkli Hasan, Canadian Prime Minister Justin Trudeau,
UK Prime Minister Rishi Sunak, and founder of the World Economic Forum (WEF)
Klaus Martin Schwab during the G20 Summit.

Little did Tousi know, they were all wearing endek shirts, comprised of the Balinese
fabric traditionally only worn by noble leaders during ceremonial occasions, as well as
traditional Indonesian batik prints. Indonesian netizens, who are notoriously lerce, took
aim at Tousi, who soon deleted his tweet.

Netizens also gooded his Instagram with condemnations, even on posts that had nothing
to do with the G20 comment.

Yesterday evening, Tousi posted a series of tweets to try and justify his controversial
tweet, with the word “sorry” and its synonyms glaringly absent.

Tousi claimed that he would like to address the issue “Following a number of death
threats and messages from Indonesian citizens and government oxcials.”

It should be noted that Coconuts reached out to Tousi, but our attempt was met with a
block on Twitter.

About nine hours after his clarilcation, Tousi tweeted again, this time saying, “Once
again, I apologise for any unintentional oJence caused by the tweet joking about G20
leaders wearing Indonesia’s traditional clothing,” as if he actually apologized in his earlier
Twitter thread.

Tousi was not the only one who was condemned by Indonesian netizens. 

Essex-based Sophie Corcoran also posted a tweet questioning the garb. Corcoran, whose
track record suggests she thrives on online trolling, nonchalantly addressed the backlash
by saying that she merely asked a question.

Coconuts also attempted to reach out to Corcoran.

Other than Tousi and Corcoran, below are a few more ignorant and uncultured
oJenders from the west.

By all means, condemn politicians all you want – but surely there are more elegant ways
to do so without mocking other countries’ cultures?
